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Install Steps 

Step 1 

Lift the car to access the underside of the car. 

 

Step 2 

Locate both the gear oil fill and drain plugs on the rear 

differential. 

 

Step 3 

Using a 5mm Allen bit, remove both plugs. 

Step 4 

Drain the gear oil from the rear differential into a collection 

tray. 

Step 5 

Using a 12mm socket, install the drain plug with a copper 

washer. Torque to 19Nm. 
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Step 6 

Add gear oil back into the rear differential. 

Step 7 

Using a 13mm socket, install the fill plug with a copper 

washer. Torque to 19Nm. 

  

 

Step 8 

Lower the car back down and you are good to go.
